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MEXT guidelines stipulate that English be used as a language of instruction in English
classes in junior high school and high school. Using English to teach English is differ-
ent from general proficiency in English. It is a complex set of skills, not merely a list
of “classroom English” vocabulary or expressions. Students will review principles of
effective course design, grammar instruction, and practice teaching in English within
a classroom setting. In addition, they will be reflecting on using English as a language
of instruction and its advantages and difficulties so that they can develop their own
philosophy of using English in the classroom.

Instructional methods for various subjects including the use of information technology
and teaching materials are also covered in this course
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1. Curriculum/Syllabus
Understand the learning guidelines and textbooks (textbooks) for English educa-
tion in middle and high schools, as well as learning achievement goals, annual
teaching plans, unit plans, and individual lesson plans. Understand the foreign
language activity guidelines and textbooks for elementary schools, and grasp the
coordination between elementary, middle, and high school English education.

2. Instruction to Enhance Students' Qualities and Abilities
Learn the fundamental knowledge and skills for teaching the five domains of
language learning: "Listening," "Reading," "Speaking [Interaction]," "Speaking
[Presentation]," and "Writing." Learn how to integrate these areas into language
activities and how to teach the supporting components such as phonetics, writ-
ing, vocabulary/expressions, and grammar. Learn how to use teaching materials
and ICT and understand methods of conducting lessons in English and team-
teaching with ALTs. Understand how to teach according to student characteris-
tics and proficiency levels.

3. Lesson Planning
Understand the construction of teaching plans based on learning achievement
goals for middle and high schools, as well as how to create lesson plans.

4. Assessment
Understand the evaluation process based on learning achievement goals, the set-
ting of evaluation criteria for individual units, and the methods for summarizing
grades. Learn how to assess language abilities, especially focusing on "Speaking
[Interaction and Presentation]" and "Writing," with a focus on "Performance-
based Assessment" (assessing the process and outcomes of students' speaking
and writing activities).

5. Second Language Acquisition Theory
Gain a basic understanding of the process of acquiring a second language/foreign
language and apply this understanding to lesson instruction.
